Teaching contents: The topic is about one’s favorite day and the reasons.
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Teaching objectives:
(1) Knowledge objectives

@AII students will be able to master some new words about days and
subjects:Monday, Friday, Saturday, history, P.E, boring, interesting and
sentences:What’s your favorite...?Why?

(@ They will know how to use“favorite”..
(2) Ability objectives

Through this class, most students will improve their listening and speaking skills.
(3) Emotional objectives

@Most of my students can get more interested in English.

@They will express their favorite things accurately after class.

Teaching key points:

How to help students to master some new words, sentences and the usage of
“favorite” .

Teaching difficult points:

How to help students to communicate with others about their favorite things
correctly and improve students’ listening and speaking skills.

Teaching procedures:
Stepl Warming up and lead-in (5 minutes)
1.Greeting

2.Free talk:l will ask students a question:What day is today?Students will answer:It’s
Monday.| continue to ask:What classes do you have on Monday?Students can have a
discussion in their group.

(Justification: The first step attracts students’ interest to learn this lesson and leads
in to the main idea of the text.)

Step 2 Presentation (25 minutes)

1.Let’s learn.
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Show some pictures about different subjects in PPT. Ask students the types of the
subjects. | will guide students to master these subject words by offering some
learning strategies.

Make a list from Monday to Sunday, there are different subjects in different days.
Students will be divided into 5 groups and they will fill the table.

(Justification: It prepares students to understand the new words of topic and
provides them with the opportunity to connect some aspects of the topic to their
knowledge.)

2.Let’s talk.

Ask students:Which class do you like?Students have their own ideas,| will lead them
to find like something best=favorite,we can use “favorite”to express liking. For
example: English is my favorite subject. After this, ask students questions:What's
your favorite day? and why? Give them S5minutes to talk with classmates.

(Justification: In this part, | will use task- based teaching method to arouse the
enthusiasm of students and to practice the sentences.)

Step3 Consolidation(10 minutes)

Put the dialogue in PPT.Read the dialogue loudly.Then do the role-play. | will ask
some students to act out this dialogue with facial expressions and body movements.
When the time is up, some volunteers act their dialogue in front of the class. The
best one will also be rewarded. Then they can also make other conversations in
groups.

(Justification: The activity of acting the text carried out under certain situation can
activate the atmosphere of the class and arouse students’ interest at the same time.
It helps students strengthen what they have learned during this lesson.)

Step 4 Summary and Homework (5 minutes)

Summary: Ask students to act as an assistant teacher to guide others to summarize
what they have learned in this class. And then give a conclusion about this lesson.

Homework:

Ask students to introduce one of their favorite day to their parents and write down 3
reasons..

(Justification: Homework is so important and necessary for students to master the
knowledge they have learned in class. It will check whether the students achieve the
teaching objectives.)
