Teaching Contents: introduce a family member

Knowledge objectives:

Ability objectives:

Through individual work, pair work and group work, students can improve thei
r ability of independent thinking and cooperation.

Through learning the lesson, students can be aware of the importance of famil
y and learn to love their family members.

. Key and difficult points
1. Teaching key point:

(1)How to help students master the new words and the sentence pattern, su
ch as: family, photo, grandfather, grandmother, parents, brother, sister, cousin, Ther
e are...

(2)How to help students learn to introduce their own family.
2. Teaching difficult point:
How to make students improve their interest in joining the English class.
—.. Teaching methods:
Task-based teaching, oral practice, Qs and As, pair work, etc.
PU. Teaching Aids: multi-media
T.. Teaching procedures:
(1) Warming up and lead-in

The teacher greets the students and asks them to sing a song Family Fingers.
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(Justification: the music will arouse students’ interest and the teaching content woul
d be naturally led in.)

(2) Presentation

Step 1: The teacher shows a picture of his/her family and introduces his oven family
member to the class.

Step 2: Students are asked to read the passage and then try to figure the roles in the
picture.

Step 3: the teacher teaches all the new words and the sentence pattern.

(Justification: Step 1 and step 2 lay a foundation for step 3, and students can easily gr
asp the content through these activities.)

(3 ) Practice
Step 1: Students are asked to introduce their own family to his or her partner.

Step 2: The teacher invites several groups to come to the front to introduce his famil
y and gives the best group reward.

(Justification: Step 1 can help students practice what they have just learned and step
2 can cultivate students’ awareness of cooperation and competition.)

(4 ) Production

Students are asked to image what your family would be like 50 years later and draw
a picture of it.

(Justification: This step can cultivate students’ creativity and imagination.)
(5) Summary and Homework

Summary: The teacher leads to students to review what we have learnt today and as
ks one student to summarize it.

Homework:
a) Ask students to do exercises of this part on the exercise book.

b) Ask students to write a composition about their family by imitating the text in the
book.
