(1) Knowledge objectives

@AII students will be able to master some new words about TV shows: soup operas,
game shows, sports shows, news and talk shows and sentences:

(2) Ability objectives

Through this class, most students will improve their listening and speaking skills.
(3) Emotional objectives

@Most of my students can get more interested in English culture.

@They will improve the spirit of communicating and build up the sense of global co
operation.

Teaching key points:
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How to help students to master some new words and get the key information after li
stening.

Teaching difficult points:

How to help students to communicate with others about different TV shows correctl
y and improve students’ listening and speaking skills.

Teaching procedures:
Stepl Warming up and lead-in (5 minutes)
1.Greeting

2.Lead in the topic by playing a video about the TV show and ask students to have a f
ree talk about it.

(Justification: The first step attracts students’ interest to learn this lesson and leads
in to the main idea of the text.)

Step 2 Pre-listening (7 minutes)

Show some pictures about different TV shows in PPT.
Ask students the types of the TV shows and ask them to talk about which type they li
ke and explain the reasons.

(Justification: It prepares students to understand the new words and phrases of to
pic and provides them with the opportunity to connect some aspects of the topicto t
heir knowledge.)

Step 3 While-listening (18 minutes)
The students should listen to the dialogue for 3 times.

At the first time, Students listen to the dialogue, find the new words and summarize
the main idea. Then teacher ask students to summarize the mean idea of the dialogu
e.

At the second time, the students will listen to the tape sentence by sentence, try to fi
nd the difficult sentences and understand them. Then | will give them some question
s, they will give me the answers after listening. Before answering,

students can share their answers in groups.

At the third time, The students should read after the tape and imitate the pronunciat
ion and intonation.
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(Justification: In this part, | will use task- based teaching method to arouse the enthu
siasm of students and to train their ability of scanning for the general information of
the passage in listening.)

Step 4 Post-reading (10 minutes)

After students understand the listening material, they are given 5 minutes to retell t
he dialogue in groups. Then do the role-play. | will ask some students to act out this
dialogue with facial expressions and body movements. When the time is up, some vo
lunteers act their dialogue in front of the class. The best one will also be rewarded.

(Justification: The activity of retelling the text carried out under certain situation can
activate the atmosphere of the class and arouse students’ interest at the same time.
It helps students strengthen what they have learned during this lesson.)

Step 5 Summary and Homework (5 minutes)

Summary: Ask students to act as an assistant teacher to guide others to summarize
what they have learned in this class. And then give a conclusion about this lesson.

Homework:
(1) Ask students to introduce one of their favorite TV shows to their parents.
(2) Collect information about different TV shows.

(Justification: Homework is so important and necessary for students to master the kn
owledge they have learned in class. It will check whether the students achieve the te
aching objectives.)
