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An example:

Guy de Maupassant is a famous French writer and poet, who is considered as the greatest short story
writer in the French history. When he was a student, he began to write novels and became known to th
e French people in his thirties.

In all his life, Guy de Maupassant wrote six long novels and more than three hundred novelettes and s
hort stories. His novels mainly reflect the social life of middle and petty bourgeoisies. He was good at
writing typical details form common things and his best-known short story- The Necklace is considere
d to be the best in this area. He died at the age of 43 because of illness.

(Justification: Make students get a better idea of how to write this kind of composition.)
Step 6:homework(1min)

(1) Listen to the tape and read the text aloud.

(2) Ask students to rewrite and copy their compositions.

(Justification: Check out their writings and whether the students achieve the teaching aims.)
