(1) Warming up and lead-in (5 minutes)

The teacher greets the students and asks them two questions. The first question is “What are your
parents’ jobs?”” and the second is “Do you know something about the job of a radio host?” Then the
teacher tells the students that Scott has an interesting job and asks them to listen to the text and get to
know about Mr. Scott.

(Justification: This step can get students to combine English learning with their daily life. Also, it’s
easy for them to say something about their life.)

(2) Pre-listening (5 minutes)

The teaching asks the students to notice the following words and expressions: radio station, usually,
funny, exercise. And ask them to guess the meaning.

(Justification: This step can get students to know the meaning of the words and expressions before
listening, which can help them understand the text better.)

(3) While-listening (20 minutes )
Step 1: Fast listening (8 minutes)

The teacher asks students to listen to the tape for the firs time with the following questions. After that,
ask students to try to answer the questions.

a) Where does Mr. Scott work?

b) Does he eat breakfast in the morning as common people? Why?
c) When does he go to work?

d) Is he usually late for work?

(Justification: This step can get students to have a primary understanding of the dialogue and call
students’ attention to the details while listening.)

Step 2: Detailed listening (12 minutes)

The teacher asks them to listen to the tape for the second time with the purpose to repeat it.

b) Does he eat breakfast in the morning as common people? Why?
c) When does he go to work?

(Justification: This step can get students to have a further understanding of the dialogue.)
(4) Post-listening (12 minutes)

Step 1: Practice the sentence patterns (5 minutes)

The teacher selects an example in the dialogue, points out the sentence patterns and then makes
students to make their own sentences according to the example.

Sentence pattern 1: —What time do you usually...? —I usually...
Sentence pattern 2: —When do you ...7 —I ...

(Justification: This step can get students to master the sentence patterns.)
Step 2: Making an interview (7 minutes)

The teacher asks two students in pair. One student acts as an interviewer and the other acts as an
interviewee. The interviewer makes an interview about the interviewee’s job. The interviewee should
use the above sentence patterns.

(Justification: Students act out the dialogue in their own way, which helps to consolidate what they
have learned in this class.)

(5) Summary and Homework (3 minutes)

Summary: The teacher leads to students to review what we have learnt today and asks one student to
summarize it.

Homework:
a) Ask students to do exercises of this part on the exercise book.
b) Ask students to interview their parents about jobs and share to the class tomorrow.

(Justification: Students can review the lesson and consolidate the knowledge.)
