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Teaching Objectives:
Knowledge objective

Students can learn some new words and expressions to describe a friend’s appearance, character, inter
est and what he/she usually does.

Ability objectives

(1) Ss can develop the ability to describe a friend’s appearance, character, interest and what you usu
ally do.

(2) Ss can develop their listening and speaking skills. Emotional objective Ss can get a deeper under
standing about friendship and strengthen the friendship with friends.

Teaching Key Points:
(1) Learn to describe a friend.
(2) Learn the listening and speaking skills.
Teaching Difficult Point:
How to describe a friend.
Teaching Aids: multi-media
Teaching Procedures:
Step 1 Warming up (1 min)
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Sing a song to ( my) students named You are my sunshine.

(Justification: It is an interesting way to arouse students’ interest of learning English. At the same ti
me, it is related to the topic today, so teacher can lead in the topic today easily.)

Step 2 Pre-listening (3 min)
Ask students the following questions:
(1) Do you have a good friend? What’s his/her name?

(2) What’s he/she like and what does he/she usually do in life? (Justification: To foster students’ int
erest and make them familiar with the topic today.)

Step 3 While-listening (7 min)
Extensive listening: Find out how many friends the listening material mentioned and who they are.
(Justification: To have a general impression of the content.)
Intensive listening: Find out the characteristics of three friends and fill in the chart given on the PPT.
(Justification: To grasp the details of the passage.)
Step 4 Post-listening (5 min)
Free talk with my students:
(1) What do you think a true friend is like?
(2) What will you do if you disagree with your friends?
(Justification: To help to deepen the understanding of friendship of students.)
Step 5 Summary and Homework (4 min)
Summary:
Ask some students to summarize what they have learned today.
Homework:
Write a short passage to introduce your best friend.

(Justification: To help consolidate the knowledge in this class.)
