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e Major steps and time allocation
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Teaching Objectives:

Knowledge objective

Master the main idea of this passage and some expressions in it.

Ability objective

Improve the ability of mastering the clue of one passage by catching some key words, such as but, in
fact, etc. .

Emotional objective

Learn how to judge things from the performance.
Teaching Key Point:

the details of this passage;

Teaching Difficult Point:

getting details by catching key words.

Teaching Procedures:
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Step 1 Warming-up (2 minutes)
Show a clip of talent show from TV;
Free talk: your opinions on talent show;
Show your talent at the front.
(Justification: Arouse students’ interest.)
Step 2 Pre-reading (2 minutes)
Present two words: farmer, actor.
Try to guess what the passage would talk about.
(Justification: Predict the passage and make students be curious about the passage.)
Step 3 While-reading (5 minutes)
Global-reading: Read and put it into several parts;
Detailed-reading:
(1) True or false;
(2) Read after the tape;
(Justification: Develop students’ reading skill)
Step 4 Post-reading (3 minutes)
Group work: Share your opinions on the talent show.
(Justification: Give students a real situation to use English and develop their speaking ability.)
Step 5 Summary and Homework (3 minutes)
Sum it up together.
Homework: Write something about talent show.
(Justification: Help students form a good habit of concluding and practice English after class.)
