Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students can grasp the main idea and some detailed information through answering questions.

(2) Students can practice some listening skills like making a prediction, listening for the gist and listening for
specific information.

(3) Students can find effective ways to solve problems when having quarrels with their friends after they finish
the survey activity.

(4) Students can learn the importance of friendship and cherish it.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching key points

(D) Students can grasp the main idea and some detailed information through answering questions,

(@ Students can talk about how o solve their quarrel problems with their friends.

(2) Teaching difficult point

Students can cherish friendship and find effective ways to solve problems when quarrelling with their friends.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-listening (4 minutes)

(1) Ask students if they have any best friends and who are their best friends. And then invite some students to
describe their best friends.

(2) Have a brief introduction to Friendship Helpline, and ask students to predict the main content of the
dialogue.

(Justification: The first activity can naturally elicit the topic, and activate the classroom’s atmosphere. The
second activity can provide students with some background information and develop students’ ability to predict.)

Step 2 While-listening (8 minutes)

(1) Ask students to listen to the dialogue for the first time and answer the following questions to check their
predictions:

(@ Who are the two speakers? @ What are they talking about?

(2) Ask students to listen to the dialogue again and finish the “Listen and Answer” exercise on the screen.

(D When did Lingling and her best friend get separated?

@ Why does Lingling say her best friend is different?

®) Has Lingling mentioned her confusion to her best friend?

@ According to the Helpline, why did Lingling’s friend treat her like that?

(3) Ask students to listen to the dialogue for the third time. Remind students to pay attention to the pronunciation
and intonation.

(Justification: This step can cultivate students’ listening abilities to understand the general idea and grasp some
important detailed information.)

Step 3 Post-listening (8 minutes)

(1) Ask students to role-play the dialogue in pairs, and then invite some pairs to perform in front of the class.

(2) Ask students some questions like “When did you quarrel with your friends?” “Why did you quarrel?” “How
did you solve the quarrel problem?”

Ask students to make a survey in groups of four. Show the table on the screen as a clue. And then invite some

representatives to show their survey results.

At last, remind students to cherish friendship and try to solve problems when they quarrel with their friends.
(Justification: The role-play activity can help students consolidate what they have learned. The survey activity
gives students an opportunity to train their oral English and reminds them to cherish friendship.)
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
