Teaching Contents:

This lesson is from senior high school, and it mainly talks about the first skiing experience of the writer on
Christmas vacation.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students can master some words and get some knowledge about skiing.
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(2) Ability objectives
@ Students can master the skills about how to describe an unforgettable experience.
( Students can know about the author’s experience of skiing and retell it.
(3) Emotional objective
Students can foster their interest in playing sports.
Teaching Key Point:
Students can understand the whole passage and retell it and know how to describe their experiences.
Teaching Difficult Point:
Students can learn the skills of reading and foster their enthusiasm for learning English.
Major Steps:
Step 1 Pre-reading (5 minutes)
(1) Encourage students to share an unforgettable experience.
(2) Show the title “Skiing” and ask students to talk about what the title reminds them of and share what they
know about skiing.
(Justification: Sharing and brainstorming can get students’ mind closer to the text, which can make reading
more intriguing and purposeful.)
Step 2 While-reading (10 minutes)
(1) Fast reading
Ask students to summarize the main idea of the passage, and list all the places mentioned in the passage.
(2) Careful reading
Ask stﬁdents to read the passage and then put the events in the correct order.
I only fell over a few times, and I managed to do a few longer runs.
In the Christmas vacation, we flew to Seoul, South Korea.
My father promised to take me on a special holiday.
We rented our ski suits, boots and skis, and went outside onto the snow.
1 decided to work part-time so that I could earn enough money.
We watched people skiing until 10 p.m.
(Justification: Through fast reading and careful reading, students can master some basic skills for reading a long
passage.)
Step 3 Post-reading (S5 minutes)
Ask students to retell the whole passage in their own words in groups of four. 3 minutes later, ask representatives
from two groups to show their retelling and evaluate their performance.
(Justification: Retelling can improve students’ ability for expression and strengthen students’ understanding of

the passage.)
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
