Teaching Contents: This passage is about some differences between British English and American English.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students will know some differences between British English and American English,

(2) Ability objectives

@ Students can learn to distinguish British English and American English.

@ Students can grasp some skills of finding the main idea and the details of a passage.
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(3) Emotional objective

After this lesson, students will have more interest in exploring the English language culture.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching key point

Students will grasp some details of the passage and read it in different ways.

(2) Teaching difficult point

Students can understand the passage and grasp some reading skills.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-reading (3 minutes)

Let students listen to the recording of English spoken by people from different English-speaking countries.

(Justification: This step can help students notice the differences of English in different areas.)

Step 2 While-reading (12 minutes)

(1) Ask students to scan the text and find the aspects of differences between American English and British
English, Invite two students to answer it and then show the answers on the PPT. (Vocabulary, grammar, spelling,
pronunciation)

(2) Ask students to read the passage again to find the specific differences between British English and American
English, and complete the table below. Then the teacher checks the answers with students together.

Differences American English British English

Vocabulary

Grammar

Spelling

Pronunciation

(Justification: Students will have a general idea of this passage after reading for the first time, and they will
understand more about the passage and improve their reading ability for specific information after reading for the
second time.)

Step 3 Post-reading (5 minutes)

Ask students to discuss the question below in groups of four, and then share their opinions with the whole class.

Q: Are there any differences between Chinese in different provinces?

(Justification: This activity can stimulate students’ thinking and provide them with an opportunity to practice

their oral English.)
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
