(2) Ask students to write an argumentation and pay attention to the cohesion, logic, choices of words, grammar
and punctuation. .

(Justification: Students can master some writing strategies and complete an argumentation to-express their own
ideas.)

Step 3 Post-writing (6 minutes)

D Organize students to make self-editing and exchange with deskmates to do peer-editing according to the
Writing Rubrics.

@ Then choose a sample and make comments.

(Justification: Editing can provide a better writing for students, meanwhile the comments will help studerits

learn more from others and improve their writing ability.)
