Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students can learn how to organize their language and ideas to write a short passage introducing a famous
person they admire a lot.

(2) Students can develop an awareness of collecting writing material from daily life by fully using available
information resources.

(3) Students can learn from the persons they admire and set their own ambitious goals, and strive for it.

Key and Difficult Point:

Students can write a short passage to introduce a famous person they admire.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-writing (8 minutes)

(D Have a free talk with students about the following questions:

Is there a famous person that you admire a lot, such as an artist, a musician or a writer?

How much do you know about him/her?

@ Show a sample passage introducing a famous person on the PPT and then lead students to summarize the key
elements of it.

After that, ask students to work in pairs to talk about the figures they admire a lot and fill in the table below.

Who is he/she (birthplace, the place he/she lived as a

Personal life
child, his/her family, etc.).
How he/she became famous.
His/her representative works such as songs/music/
Career

paintings/novels/poems ...

TV shows he/she has been in.

Your opinion of his/her work, and explain the reason(s)

why you like him/her.

Your opinion
What you think will happen to him/her.

Whether he/she will continue to be successful.

(Justification: This step can arouse students’ interest and draw their attention to the topic. Besides, through
this step, students can learn the key elements of a passage about introducing people and brainstorm ideas for the

following writing task.)
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Step 2 While-writing (6 minutes)

Ask students to write a passage with three paragraphs to introduce the figure he/she admires a lot based on the
information and the structure presented in the table in Step 1. Ask them to pay attention to the grammar, spelling and
logic of sentences. Offer them help when necessary.

(Justification: This step can help students know how to organize their language and ideas into a passage, thus
improving their writing ability.)

Step 3 Post-writing (6 minutes)

D Ask students to check their drafts by themselves, and then exchange the articles with their partners to do
peer-editing.

() Invite several students to share their writing with the whole class, and then give them some evaluations.

(Justification: Peer-editing can help students learn from each other, and teacher’s evaluations can help students

perfect their writing.)
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
