Teaching Contents: This reading material describes the scenery and experience in detail. Students need to write
a passage by imitating it.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students can grasp the content of this passage and learn how to describe scenery and experience after
reading and analyzing this passage.

(2) Students can write a passage to describe scenery and experience in their life by imitating this passage.

(3) Students are willing to observe common scenes and express their appreciation of them after learning the passage.

(4) Students will develop an awareness of analyzing and learning from it when reading an article.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching key point

Students can grasp the content of this reading material and write a passage with the same topic by imitating it.

(2) Teaching difficult point

Students can know how to describe scenery and experience, and express their feelings in detail.
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Major Steps:

Step 1 Reading (5 minutes)

(1) Show the picture of this reading material and invite several students to describe the picture in their own words.

(2) Ask students to read the text and find out how the author describes it by answering the following questions.

(D What’s the main idea of each paragraph? (Reference: Para. 1—A beautiful and relaxing place in a village;
Para. 2—The beauty of the river and its banks; Para. 3—The pleasure it brings to me.)

(@ How does the author describe the scenery in the second paragraph? (Reference: In the order of position and
sense: one river bank, the opposite river bank, the river, the air.)

® Can you list what the author sees, smells, and does? (Reference: See—trees, banks, rocks, water, etc.;
Smell—smells of trees and damp earth; Do—sit, talk, swim, etc.)

@ How does the author feel? (Reference: Pleased.)

(® Why does the author use the simple present tense instead of the simple past tense to describe the past events?
(Reference: To make the past events more vivid.)

Students can discuss the answers in pairs and share their ideas with classmates. Lead students to conclude the
key points about describing scenery and experience.

(Justification: Through this step, students can grasp the content of the passage by themselves, and learn to
describe scenery and experience from different perspectives.)

Step 2 Writing (10 minutes)

(1) Make students choose a beautiful and relaxing place and think about “why you go there, what you see,
smell, hear, experience or do there” . Remind students to take notes when they think.

(2) Ask students to share their experiences and exchange their feelings in groups of four.

(3) Lead students to organize their notes and ideas into an outline for their passages by answering the questions.

@ What do I see, smell, hear, experience or do there? (Tips: “from near to far

(4) Get students to finish their writing by adding more details and some conjunctions. Remind students to use
the simple present tense and follow a certain order when they describe something.

(Justification: Through this step, students can know how to apply what they have learned from the reading
material to their own writing, and they will accumulate enough materials for their writing and thus finish the writing
fluently.)

Step 3 Check (5 minutes)

(1) Ask students to check their writing by referring to the following questions.

(D Do I describe the scenery clearly and logically?

@ Do I express my feelings reasonably and give support?

(2) Lead students to check their writing’s tense, spelling, grammar and punctuation in pairs.

(3) Get students to finish the final version and invite some of them to share.

(Justification: This step aims to help students polish their writing in content and language.)
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
