Students can be interested in the history of computer, toilet, and tea.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching Key Point

How to make students understand the main idea of the article.

(2) Teaching Difficult Point

Make students acquire the ability to find the answers to the questions.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-reading (5 minutes)

Activity 1 Teaching new words

The teacher teaches new words by showing some pictures on the PPT.

The teacher shows two pictures on the PPT: one is a train, the other is a high-speed rail train.

T: Which is faster? The first one or the second one?

Ss: The second one.

T: Yes, very good. We can say the train is slow, while the high-speed rail train is rapid.

Then the teacher leads students to read the word “rapid” a few times.

The teacher teaches other words in the same way.

(Justification: Students can get the idea of the article easily after learning the new words.)

Activity 2 Predicting

The teacher asks students to predict what the article is about. The multiple choices to this question are given.

A. The museums about computer, toilet and tea.

B. The computer, toilet and tea in the past

C. The computer, toilet and tea in the future

(Justification: The activity can reduce the difficulty for the following reading.)

Step 2 While-reading (10 minutes)

Activity 1 Fast reading

T: Now read the passage quickly and check if you have made the right prediction before and answer the
question.

Which three museums do the students talk about?

(Justification: Fast reading cultivates students’ ability to find the main idea quickly.)

Activity 2 Careful reading

T: Read the article again and find the answers to the following questions.

(1) What does Ken say about the American Computer Museum?

(2) What can we learn at the International Museum of Toilets?

(3) Why is the Hangzhou National Tea Museum a nice place to enjoy tea?

(4) What do you think is the most interesting thing about each museum?

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(Justification: Careful reading trains students’ reading ability to scan for detailed information and thinking
ability. Students can have a good understanding of the article after answering the questions.)

Step 3 Post-reading (5 minutes)

Activity Designing and showing

The teacher divides the whole class into groups of four. Then the teacher asks each group to talk about what the
computer and toilet will be like in the future and design the most ideal model. After students finish, the teacher asks
some groups to show or describe their models in front of the class. And then the teacher gives evaluations of their
performances.

(Justification: Designing models can stimulate students’ imagination and innovation and make them have a

deeper impression of the knowledge they’ve learned in class.)

(D Ask students to read this passage carefully and judge the following statements as true or false.

Some scientists think we will have our own robots in the future.

James White thinks that it’s easy for a robot to do the same things as a person.

Some scientists think that robots can talk to people now.

Robots working in factories look more like huge arms.

After an earthquake now, a snake robot can help look for people under buildings.

@ Ask students to underline all the sentences of the future indefinite tense and teach them how to use “will” to
make predictions. Then divide students into several groups to talk about the future by using “will” .

(Justification: This step can help students to get a better understanding of this article and master the usage of the
future indefinite tense.)

Step 3 Post-reading (6 minutes)

(1) Ask students to talk about these questions: In what ways do you think a robot will help or block you in the
future? What do you think of the future of robots, optimistic or pessimistic?

(2) Ask students to write down their ideas about robots and invite some to share their ideas with classmates.

(Justification: This step can improve students’ writing and speaking abilities.)

This lesson is a dialogue about making a request politely.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students can master the usage of the sentence pattern “Would you mind doing/not doing ...?”

(2) Ability objective

Students can utilize the sentence pattern “Would you mind doing/not doing ...?” to make a request in their daily
conversation.

(3) Emotional objective

Students can cultivate the awareness of behaving politely in public and respecting others.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

How to make students use the sentence pattern “Would you mind doing/not doing ...?” to make a request.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Presentation (5 minutes)

The teacher shows a dialogue with pictures on the PPT and tells students that if they want to make a suggestion
to others, they can use the sentence pattern “Would you mind (not) doing ...?” to make requests.

(Justification: The way of presenting the language point of making a suggestion can impress students clearly
and directly.)

Step 2 Practice (8 minutes)

The teacher leads all the students to read the dialogue together. Then the teacher asks students to practice it with
their partners.

The teacher divides the whole class into two parts to act out the dialogue. Part 1 acts as A and Part 2 acts as B,
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and then they exchange their roles.

(Justification: The pair work as well as the whole class work can create a relaxing and friendly atmosphere for
students to practice the sentence pattern.)

Step 3 Production (7 minutes)

Making a dialogue

The teacher divides the whole class into five groups and presents each group a picture of bad behaviour. Then
the teacher asks each group to make a new dialogue using the sentence pattern according to their pictures.

After practice, some groups are invited to perform their dialogues and the teacher gives them proper assessment.

(Justification: Making a dialogue can train students’ ability to use the sentence pattern to make requests in life.
They also know how to behave politely in public. Positive feedback can encourage students to participate in class

activity.)

Teaching Contents:

The teaching material for this listening and speaking class is a conversation among three girls and two boys
about the best ways to learn English.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students can master the sentence patterns: Do you learn English by ...?/Do you learn English that way?/Do you
ever ...?/What about ...?

(2) Ability objectives

(Dstudents can develop their ability to listen for the gist and details.

(@ Students can use the sentence patterns to communicate with others in daily life.

(3) Emotional objective

Students can build up their confidence in learning English well.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

Students can get the main idea and details of the conversation through listening and use the sentence patterns to
talk about ways of learning English.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-listening (4 minutes)

The teacher asks students to discuss in groups about how to learn English well, then leads the whole class to
conclude the usual ways of learning English, such as consulting a dictionary, listening to English songs, watching
English movies, etc.

(Justification: The discussion arouses students’ interest in the topic of the listening material and helps them

better understand it.)
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Step 2 While-listening (8 minutes)

(1) Listening for the gist

The teacher asks students to listen to the tape and grasp the main idea of the material.

(2) Listening for details

The teacher asks students to listen to the tape again and list all the ways of learning English in the material, then
asks several students to share their answers with the class and the teacher gives feedback.

(Suggested answers: watching English videos, keeping a diary in English, studying with a group, practicing
conversations with friends, reading aloud to practice pronunciation, looking up new words in a dictionary.)

After that, the teacher asks students to listen to the tape for the third time and fill in the blanks:

Boy 1: learn English English videos?

Girl 2: No. It’s too hard to understand the voices.

Boy 1: a diary in English? learn English ?
Girl 2: Yes. It helps to learn English every day.

Girl 3: you studied with a group?

Girl 2: Yes, I have! I’ve learned a lot that way.

Girl 1: conversations with friends?

Girl 2: Oh, yes. It improves my speaking skills.

Boy 1: aloud to practice pronunciation?

Girl 3: I do that sometimes. I think it helps.

Boy 2: 1 do too. And I always look up new words in a dictionary.
Girl 3: That’s a great idea!

The teacher checks the answers and asks students to use the sentence patterns “Do you ... by ...2/Do you ... that
way?/Do you ever ...?/What about ...?” to have a conversation with their partners.

- (Justification: This step trains students’ ability to listen for the gist and specific information. Filling in the blanks
can help students master the sentence patterns.)

Step 3 Post-listening (3 minutes)

The teacher divides students into groups of four. One acts as an excellent senior student and the other three act
as junior students who seek for advice on learning English. The teacher asks them to have a conversation using the
sentence patterns “Do you learn English by ...?/Do you learn English that way?/Do you ever ...2/What about ...?” .

(Justification: Role-play helps students consolidate the sentence patterns they have learned in the class. Besides,

their abilities of speaking and communicating can be improved.)

(2) Intensive listening

Ask students to listen to the tape for the second time and complete the exercise: True or False.

a. Carol rode a horse yesterday. ( )
b. Carol saw some chickens and fed these chickens. ( )
c. Carol and friends went for a walk around the farm and talked with a farmer. ( )
(3) Repeat

Play the tape for the students and let them listen and follow. Ask students to pay attention to the pronunciation
and intonation.

(Justification: Students can enhance their listening ability through listening in different ways and have a chance
to practice pronunciation and intonation.)

Step 3 Post-listening (5 minutes)

(1) Find the rule

a. I saw quite a lot.

b. I milked a cow.

c. I saw some chickens but I didn’t feed them.

d. My friends and I went for a walk around the farm and talked with a farmer.

Ask students to find out and summarize the rule of the simple past tense. Then the teacher explains the simple
past tense.

(2) Role-play

Ask students to make a new conversation according to the National Day’s holiday (or other holidays). Students
are required to prepare for the dialogue in three minutes. And three minutes later, invite some groups to perform in

front of the class.
