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Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students are able to recognize the new words “anybody, afford, sweaters” and master the sentence pattern “We
have ... for ... yuan” , and be more familiar with the topic of “buying and selling” .

(2) Ability objective

~ Students can proficiently use communicative language to buy and sell things. Besides, their reading skills are

also improved.

(3) Emotional objective

Students will raise the awareness of spending money reasonably and develop a good concept of consumption.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

How to make students use the reading strategies of skimming and scanning to grasp the English usage of buying
and selling things.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-reading (4 minutes)

(1) Recognizing new words

The teacher paraphrases the new words “anybody, afford” and shows some pictures of sweaters, and then makes
a sentence “Anybody can afford a sweater” to help students recognize the new words.

(2) Discussion

After that, the teacher uses PPT to show some pictures of clothes of a clothes store, and asks students to work
in groups to make a promotion advertisement, using the sentence pattern “We have ... for ... yuan.” Then the whole
class discuss what price is reasonable for the clothes.

(Justification: These activities can help students understand the reading material better, and arouse students’
interest in the topic of buying and selling.)

Step 2 While-reading (8 minutes)

(1) Skimming

The teacher asks students to read the passage quickly and find out the main idea of it. o

After reading, some students are invited to share their ideas and the teacher gives them proper assessment and
positive reply.

(Justification: Students’ skimming ability can be improved through this step, from which they can master the
general meaning of the passage. Positive feedback can encourage students to participate in class activities.)

(2) Scanning

The teacher asks students to read the passage again with some specific questions:

 How much are the bags for sports?

@ What color are the T-shirts of 18 Yuan?

@ How many kinds of clothes at Wenyuan Clothes Store are on sale?

(Justification: Students’ scanning skill can be improved through this step.)

(3) Careful reading

The teacher asks students to read the passage carefully, do the “True or False” exercises and draw a promotion
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poster for the clothes store.

We can buy clothes at Wenyuan Clothes Store. « )
Girls can buy socks for only 5 Yuan each. « )
Wenyuan Clothes Store sells T-shirts in red only. ( )

Then the teacher checks the answers and asks students to compare their posters with their partners.

(Justification: This step can help students understand the passage better. Drawing can make the reading part
more interesting.)

Step 3 Post-reading (3 minutes)

The teacher divides students into eight groups and asks students to do a role-play. One student acts as the shop
assistant and the others act as customers.

S1: How much is/are ...?

S2: It’s/They are ...

Then the teacher asks them to perform their dialogues to the class.

At last, the teacher gives them proper assessment and makes a summary like “We should spend money
reasonably and develop a good concept of consumption” .

(Justification: The role-play can help students consolidate what they have learned, communicate with their

classmates, and form reasonable consumption habits.)

Teaching Contents:

It’s a reading class about reading a passage about an amusement park.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objective

Students can know about the Disneyland and what a theme park is.

(2) Ability objectives

@ Students can develop their reading skills through fast reading and careful reading.

@ Through pair work, students can describe a theme park.

(3) Emotional objective

Through reading the passage, students can enjoy the beauty of Disneyland and their affection for life can be

cultivated.
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Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) How to help students grasp the main idea and detailed information of the passage.

(2) How to enable students to master the structure of the passage and to make use of it in their description of a
theme park.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-reading (4 minutes)

(1) Ask students whether they have ever heard about or been to the Disneyland, and whether they like it, why or
why not.

(2) Ask students to make a prediction about what the passage talks about.

(Justification: This step leads students to predict the passage, and stimulates their interest.)

Step 2 While-reading (8 minutes)

(1) Fast reading

Ask students to read the passage quickly and divide the passage into three parts, and conclude the main idea of
each part.

Main idea:

Paragraph 1—Introduction—Disneyland is scattered around the world.

Paragraphs 2 and 3—Main body—Things one can do in Disneyland.

Paragraph 4—Conclusion—It’s fun in Disneyland.

(2) Careful reading

Ask students to read Paragraphs 2 and 3 carefully and find out the answers to the following questions:

(D What’s the theme of Disneyland?

(@ What’s the Disney Cruise?

(® What can you do in Disneyland?

Then, ask some of them to share their answers with the class.

(Justification: Fast reading can develop students’ ability to get the general idea and careful reading helps them
understand the passage better.)

Step 3 Post-reading (3 minutes)

(1) Ask students to introduce a theme park to their partners based on the following table and use the means of

expression in the passage.

Parts Information
Part one Its name and location
Its theme and features
Part two

Its amusement projects

Part three Conclusion (your idea or feeling)

(2) Invite one student to introduce his or her theme park to the class, and ask others to draw a brief picture of

this student’s theme park.

(Justification: The two steps can lead students to practice what they have learnt in class.)

Teaching Contents:

The teaching material for the listening and speaking lesson is a dialogue about seeing animals in the zoo.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Knowledge objectives

@ Students can master the words of animals “tiger, elephant, koala, panda, lion, giraffe” and the adjectives “cute,
interesting, fun, smart, lazy, beautiful” .

® Students can master the sentence patterns “—Why do you ...? —Because ...” .

(2) Ability objective

Students can use the new words and sentence patterns to describe their favorite animals.

(3) Emotional objective

Students will develop the awareness of loving animals.

Teaching Key Point:

Students can master the words and sentence patterns to describe their favorite animals.

Teaching Difficult Point:

Students can use “—Why do you ...? —Because ...” to ask and explain the reasons.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Presentation (9 minutes)

First, the teacher presents the new words about animals such as “tiger, elephant, koala, panda, lion, giraffe” by
showing some pictures, and then leads students to read the words aloud .

Next, the teacher lets students listen to the tape of 1a and complete the task.

Then the teacher presents a map of the zoo and shows some adjectives such as “cute, fun, interesting, clever,
— 26 —
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smart, lazy, beautiful” .

T: Why do we love dogs? Because they are cute. Why do we love cats? .

Ss: Because they are cute.

The teacher uses the same way to present other adjectives, and tells students they can use the sentence patterns
“—Why do you ...? —Because ...” to ask and answer reasons.

(Justification: Using pictures and a map to teach new words and sentences can help students understand their
meanings better. Matching exercise can make students achieve a unity of sound, form and meaning.)

Step 2 Practice (6 minutes)

The teacher lets students make conversations in pairs by using the new words about animals they have just
learned. For example:

A: What’s it?

B: It’s an elephant.

A: Do you like it?

B: Yes/No.

Then the teacher lets students show the reasons why they like one animal or not by using the adjectives and the
sentence patterns. For example:

A: Why do you love pandas?

B: Because they are interesting.

A: Why do you love tigers?

B: Because they are clever.

After the practice, the teacher asks some students to present their dialogues in front of the class.

(Justification: This step enables students to cooperate with each other and practice talking about the animals
they like or dislike by using the new words and sentence structures.)

Step 3 Production (5 minutes)

The teacher lets students interview some classmates in their groups about what animals they like or dislike and
explain the reasons by using the following sentences:

(1) Which animal do you like?

(2) Why do you like them?

Then the teacher encourages some volunteers to perform the interview in front of the class and gives them

feedback.

(Justification: This step can improve students’ speaking ability and develop their awareness of loving animals.)
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
