Teaching Contents: In this reading lesson, students will read a passage to learn about Zheng He and his seven

voyages.
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Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students can grasp the key words “fleet, voyage, supply, sink” and get the main idea of Zheng He’s seven
voyages.

(2) Students can learn how to get information from a passage through fast reading like skimming and scanning.

(3) Students can learn Zheng He’s spirit of braveness and exploration, and realize the importance of possessing
some great spirits.

(4) Students can develop their divergent and critical thinking, and raise their awareness of seeing famous
historical events from different aspects after the debate.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching key point

How to make students understand the reading material.

(2) Teaching difficult point

How to make students introduce one famous person and use the reading skills in daily reading.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-reading (3 minutes)

Use the PPT to show the history of Ming dynasty and the map of Zheng’s routes. Then explain several new
words and ask students to try to paraphrase them in English, such as “fleet” means a large group of ships and “sink”
means to go down under the surface of water ...

(Justification: The background knowledge will tell students the reason why Zheng He sailed to foreign
countries. And learning the new words can prepare them for the reading.)

Step 2 While-reading (8 minutes)

(1) Skimming: Ask students to read the passage quickly and find out the main idea of each paragraph. Give
students time to discuss with partners, and then encourage them to share their answers with the class.

Para. 1—The general introduction to Zheng He

Para. 2—The introduction to Zheng He’s fleet

Para. 3—The first voyage

Para. 4—The achievements made by Zheng He

(2) Scanning: Ask students to read the passage again and find answers to the following questions on the PPT.

Q1: What was Zheng He most remembered for?

Q2: What were the things found on Zheng He’s ship?

Q3: What were the things Zheng He brought back?

Then ask some students to show their answers.

(Justification: Skimming and scanning can help students understand the passage and know the experiences of
Zheng He easily.)

Step 3 Post-reading (4 minutes)

(1) Retelling

Give students 2 minutes to prepare to retell the whole passage according to the main idea of each paragraph.

Then invite several students to retell in front of the class.

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(2) Debate

One opinion is that the voyage of Zheng He is a contribution to China. The other opinion is that it is a waste of
money. Divide students into 2 groups and encourage everyone to give reasons to support their group’s opinion.

(Justification: Retelling can help students deepen their impressions of Zheng He, and the debate will cultivate
their ability to communicate with others and analyze. They can also learn Zheng He’s spirit of braveness and

exploration.)

Teaching Contents: How to write a tourist guide about our city by imitating the report about the Underwater
World, which should include four parts: general description, list of advantages, list of disadvantages and conclusion.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students can know how to write a report about a tourist attraction.

(2) Students can write a tourist guidebook of our city to introduce it to others.

(3) Through writing a report, the students can know some tourist attractions and cultivate their abilities to think
of and judge things from two sides independently.

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

(1) Teaching key point

How to make students know the right tense and formation of a report.

(2) Teaching difficult point

How to make students give evaluations to a tourist attraction comprehensively.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-writing (S minutes)

Task 1: Reading

Ask the students to read the passage quickly and let them match the paragraphs with these headings:

Conclusion

List of disadvantages

General description

List of advantages

Then the teacher will ask some students to answer the question. They will get the answers as follows:

Para. 1—General description

Para. 2—List of advantages

Para. 3—List of disadvantages

Para. 4—Conclusion

Task 2: Discussion

Make students think that they are in the Underwater World of Disneyland, and use the notes and the expressions
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in the passage to make comments, such as on the one hand, on the other hand, however, beautiful, exciting, excellent.

(Justification: The reading can help students understand the content of the report and know the basic expressions
of one place. The comments can help them practice the words and expressions and pave the way for the writing. )

Step 2 While-writing (10 minutes)

Firstly, set a situation that “Next week, a group of foreigners will visit our city. You need to write a tourist
guidebook about our city” . Ask students to write their own report to the foreigners and organize paragraphs like
Amanda Bartok’s report.

Secondly, ask students to check each other’s article in pairs. They should read the notice and check the
formation and the expressions. Also, they need to check carefully the grammar, spelling and punctuation.

(Justification: Help students learn more from others’ articles and improve their writing ability.)

Step 3 Post-writing (5 minutes)

Firstly, offer the writing standard to students and let them revise their report with partners. And ask them to pay
attention to the following tips: tense, spelling, punctuation, capitalization and the conjunction.

Secondly, comment on several students’ reports and show them to the class. Evaluate them in details and point
out the advantages and disadvantages.

Thirdly, ask students to read each other’s report and discuss whether they agree or disagree with their
description of advantages or disadvantages. Then tell the class their group’s conclusions.

(Justification: Revising their own articles can make them realize their mistakes more clearly. Discussion will let
students know their opinions about the same attraction and communicating with others can improve their speaking
and thinking abilities.)

Teaching Contents: The passage for this reading lesson introduces the opinion that body language plays a very
important part in people’s work and daily communication.

Teaching Objectives:

(2) Prediction

Display two pictures of two shop assistants: one has a smiling face and the other has a sad face during work
time. Then ask the students which face they like to see and let them predict what the passage is about.

(Justification: Introduction can stimulate the students’ interest and help them know the function of body
language. Prediction can make students prepare for the next step.)

Step 2 While-reading (8 minutes)

(1) Fast reading

Ask the students to read the passage as quickly as they can and get the main idea of the passage. Then ask them
to check if they have made the right predictions.

(2) Careful reading

Ask the students to read the passage again carefully and discuss the answers to the following questions in
groups of four.

(D Why did the lady walk over to Debbie?

(@ What are the differences between Debbie and Simon?

® According to Mr. Young, what is body language?

Then invite several students to share their answers and give evaluations.

(Justification: The fast reading will help students get the main idea of this article. The questions make the
reading more goal-oriented and efficient. This can help students better understand the passage.)

Step 3 Post-reading (6 minutes)

(1) Role-play

Show some key information on the screen, then ask four students to play Debbie, Simon, the well-dressed lady
and Mr. Young and act out the story in their own words. Then give evaluations.

(2) Discussion

Ask the students to think about what they would do then if they were Simon.

(Justification: The role-play and discussion can help students consolidate what they have learned in this class,

and their oral English can be well practiced.)

Teaching Contents: This writing class is about writing an argumentative essay about what should be done with
the cultural relic.

Teaching Objectives:

(1) Students will know the point of view and supporting parts of a debate.

(2) Students will master some function words and know how to use them in writing.

(3) Students can write an argumentative essay to express their own opinions on something. -

Teaching Key and Difficult Points:

How to get students master the key points of writing an argumentative essay.

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-writing (6 minutes)

(1) Discussion

The teacher divides the class into groups of four and asks students to read the letter quickly and discuss the
following questions within each group:

Do you agree with Johann? Who do you think the Amber Room belongs to?

@ What should you do with the things you have found if the search costs you time and money?

And the useful expressions below can help them: ‘

What do you think? /What do you think of ...? /How do you feel about ...?

What’s your idea/opinion about ...?

I think/don’t think that .../In my opinion .../I agree with you. /Sorry, I don’t agree with you.

(2) Outlining

First, the teacher shows the process and requirements of an argumentative essay on the PPT:

® There must be a question with two possible answers.

® There must be a chairperson.

© There must be two sides in the class: “for” or “against” the question.

® Each side takes turns to debate and gives reasons for their opinions.

o At the end there should be a class vote.

® The chairperson says which side wins and why.

Then, the teacher gives some guidance on how to write an argumentative essay.

Paragraph 1: State the question.

Paragraph 2: Give the ideas that agree on the question and the reasons.

Paragraph 3: Give the ideas that disagree on the question and the reasons.

Paragraph 4: Give your opinion and present the result of the class vote.

(Justification: The sample letter can help students have a basic understanding of the content of an argumentative
essay. Outlining can help students illustrate the main organizing structure and the most important points of the essay,

and students can make preparations for the drafting.)
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Step 2 While-writing (10 minutes)

(1) Drafting

The teacher asks students to write an argumentative essay based on Johann’s letter and gives them enough time
to write the first draft.

(2) Peer-editing

After drafting, the teacher asks students to check their writing with deskmates. They should read the passage and
check the ideas and the logical development, and they should check carefully the grammar, spelling and punctuation
of deskmates’ writing. After editing, ask students to polish their writing.

(Justification: Peer-editing can provide an opportunity for students to share their writing and help them learn
from each other.)

Step 3 Post-writing (4 minutes)

The teacher helps students make necessary improvements in both organization and content based on their
editing, e.g. add new points or delete irrelevant facts, and correct errors in spelling, punctuation, grammar or choice
of words.

The teacher shares two articles by the students and gives some evaluations.

(Justification: Proper guidance on revising can help students make improvements in their articles. From the

teacher’s evaluations they can find their mistakes and get to know how to correct them.)

Major Steps:

Step 1 Pre-writing (6 minutes)

(1) Ask students to read the passage quickly and then answer the following questions:

(D Who is Copernicus?

@ What’s his theory mainly about?

(® Why is the theory revolutionary?

(2) Ask students to read the passage carefully and then talk about the reason why Copernicus couldn’t tell
anyone about his theory according to the passage. Write down students’ answers on the blackboard.

(3) Discussion

T: If you were Copernicus, would you have hidden your theory for so many years? Give your reasons.

Write down students’ reasons why Copernicus should publish his theory on the blackboard.

(Justification: This step can broaden students’ writing ideas. It also makes preparations for writing a persuasive
letter.)

(4) Structure

Ask students to think about their outline and share it. Introduce the format of persuasive article in the form of a

letter and make a writing plan for students.

Paragraph 1 Tell Copernicus who you are and why you want him to publish his ideas
Paragraph 2 The first reason ...

Paragraph 3 The second reason ...

Paragraph 4 Sum up to ask Copernicus to think again about publishing his ideas

(Justification: The step can help students have a basic understanding of how to write a persuasive article. And

the outlining can offer students a clear structure and make preparations for the drafting.)
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Step 2 While-writing (8 minutes)

Ask students to write a draft persuading Copernicus to publish his theory according to the form. Ask students to
pay more attention to the spelling, grammar, and the logic of sentences.

(Justification: With all the preparations from the pre-writing part, students will be able to write down the
persuasive article fast.)

Step 3 Post-writing (6 minutes)

(1) Peer-editing

After the drafting, ask students to check their letters with their deskmates. They should check the ideas, the
logical development, the grammar, spelling and punctuation.

(2) Lead students to make necessary improvements in both organization and content based on their editing.

Share two articles of students and give some evaluations.

(Justification: Peer-editing can provide an opportunity for students to share their articles and help them learn

from each other. With the help of the teacher’s evaluations, students can find their mistakes and know how to correct
them.)
