Step1: Warm-up and lead-in

At the beginning of the class, the whole class will sing a song named London Bridge Is
Falling Down to create an active classroom atmosphere, and then the teacher will show some

pictures of buying things in different places and ask a question: What can you see in these
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pictures? Then the teacher will invite some volunteers to share their answers. After that, the
teacher will give corresponding comments on students’ answers and show the topic of this
lesson.

[ Justification ] The pictures are vivid and interesting, which can arouse students’ interest
in the teaching activity. Meanwhile, this step can also introduce the topic of this lesson
naturally.

Step 2: Presentation

(D New word and phrase teaching.

With the help of some photos, the teacher will present the meaning, pronunciation and
spelling of the new words and phrases “dictionary, comic book, word book, postcard”. For
example:

T: Look! It is a dictionary. Now, follow me, please. Dictionary, d-i-c-t-i-o-n-a-r-y, diction-
ary. It is dictionary.

In the same way, the teacher will teach the rest of the word and phrases “comic book, word
book, postcard”.

) Key sentence teaching.

The teacher will show some pictures in the book, and then let students describe the pictures
in their own words. After that, the teacher will introduce the key sentences “Where are we
going? What are you going to buy?” and explain the meaning and usage of them.

[ Justification ] Students can understand the meaning and usage of the new knowledge,

and express their views correctly and fluently. In addition, students will be more interested in

classroom activitigs and mogg sopfident in learning English.

Step 3: Practice

@ New word and phrase practice.

The teacher will organize students to play the “Quick response” game to practice these new
words and phrases. For example:

T: Let’s play the “Quick response” game. You will be divided into three groups. When 1
show a flashcard, you should raise your hands and say the word or phrase on it. Please look at
the first one. (The teacher holds up the first flashcard)

The teacher will repeat this step to help students practice the rest words and phrases, and

then make corresponding comments on students’ performance.
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(@ New sentence practice.

Pair work. Students need to work in pairs to make sentences using the new sentence pat-
terns. For example:

S1: Where are you going?

S2: I’m going to the bookstore.

S1: What are you going to buy?

S2: ’'m going to buy some books.

A few minutes later, some students will be invited to share their sentences. Then the
teacher will give corresponding feedback.

[ Justification ] Practicing through these activities can create a good atmosphere and help
students consolidate the new knowledge of this lesson.

Step 4: Production

Group discussion. Students need to work in groups to discuss the topic about buying things
in different places using the new knowledge. Several minutes will be given. When time’s up,
some students will be invited to share their results. Then the teacher will comment on students’
performance.

[ Justification ] Group activity will provide students with the opportunity to apply what
they have learned to practical use, improve their comprehensive language skills, boost their
confidence in learning English and enhance their sense of teamwork.

Step 5: Summary and homework

O Summary.

One student will act as an assistant teacher to conclude what they have learned in this lesson.

(Q Homework.

a. Listen to the audio and read the new words and phrases in the textbook.

b. Talk about buying things in different places with your friends.

[ Justification ] Through this part, students can develop good study habits and deepen their
impression of what they have learned in this lesson. In addition, the in-class learning extends
beyond the classroom, which helps students apply what they have learned in real life.
